#138-2020 GRAVEL PIT PERMIT RENEWAL SE 9-16-13 W3
WALL:
That the R.M. of Swift Current No. 137 renew the gravel pit development permit on SE 9-16-13 W3 subject to the following conditions and development standards:

1. Operation hours for all aspects of pit activity shall be between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 7:00 p.m., Monday through Saturday.  No operations shall take place on Sundays.

2. There shall be at least a 100 meter buffer from the top of the slope leading down to the water’s edge of the Swift Current Creek to provide protection for the creek and its boundaries.

3. The proposed gravel pit area shall be surveyed and marked to show boundaries of proposed development and all activity including overburden piles, stock piles and crushing shall only take place within the boundaries.

4. When crushing, a spray bar must be used to control dust.

5. A road haul agreement will be required for any aggregate hauled out of the pit.

6. Reclamation shall be done according to the Reclamation Guidelines for Sand and Gravel Operators with the exception of the section on Progressive Reclamation.  Progressive reclamation will be mandatory.  Reclamation on the existing excavation must begin immediately and reclamation shall advance at the same pace as excavation in ten (10) acre increments.  When ten (10) acres has been excavated, the previous ten (10) acre excavation must be in the process of advanced stages of reclamation.  Reclamation must be completed before the excavation of the 3rd ten (10) acres advances.

7. Any exploratory test holes must be filled in within 30 days.

8. Dust control to prevent excess dust caused by pit activity will be the developer’s responsibility on the municipal road and around the pit area.
