#235-2021 GRAVEL PIT EXPANSION – SE 25-15-13 W3M
GERING:
That the R.M. of Swift Current No. 137 approve the development permit application from Ed Wiens/Head Holdings Ltd. for an expansion to the existing gravel pit located within L.S. 8 to L.S. 1 and L.S. 8 on SE 25-15-13 W3M subject to the following conditions:
1. Operation hours for all aspects of pit activity shall be between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 7:00 p.m., Monday through Saturday.  No operations shall take place on Sundays.

2. No crushing shall take place from June 1st to September 30th of each year.

3. No artificial lighting may be used after 7:00 p.m.

4. The proposed gravel pit area shall be surveyed and marked to show boundaries of proposed development and all activity including overburden piles, stock piles and crushing shall only take place within the boundaries.
5. All extraction, material storage and processing operations shall comply with the conditions outlined in Section 7.11 of Zoning Bylaw No. 7-2015.
6. A road haul agreement will be required for any aggregate hauled out of the pit.

7. Reclamation shall be done according to the Reclamation Guidelines for Sand and Gravel Operators (attached) with the exception of the section on Progressive Reclamation.  Progressive reclamation will be mandatory.  Reclamation shall advance at the same pace as excavation in ten (10) acre increments.  When ten (10) acres has been excavated, the previous ten (10) acre excavation must be in the process of advanced stages of reclamation.  Reclamation must be completed before the excavation of the 3rd ten (10) acres advances.

8. Any exploratory test holes must be filled in within 30 days.

9. It will be at Council’s discretion to shut down the crushing operation if the dust created is becoming an annoyance to neighboring land owners.  

10.  Before a crushing company begins a crushing project, there shall be a pre-crushing meeting held with the pit owner, the Division 4 Councillor, the Community Safety Officer and the crushing company.

11.  The grass adjacent to the east fence shall be kept mowed and vegetation removed from under the fence line.  The steel gates shall be removed and replaced with barbed wire or cable.

12.  That this Notice of Decision and these conditions will be registered by the Municipality on the title of the affected land.
