400-9 APPROACH PER QUARTER SECTION

The R.M. of Swift Current No. 137 will provide one approach access (maximum 30 foot road top) per quarter section of farmland with a culvert if the culvert is deemed necessary by the R.M.  Requests for additional width shall be at the expense of the owner of the property being accessed and subject to the R.M.’s review and approval.   

400-10 ADDITIONAL APPROACHES OVER ONE PER QUARTER SECTION

Construction of any additional approaches over and above the one per quarter section will require R.M. review and approval and will be paid for by the owner/developer and must be constructed to the R.M.’s specifications for approaches.  Unless addressed otherwise in a service agreement, the R.M. will provide a maximum of 12 meters of 450 mm (18”) culvert to ratepayers free of charge for the approach to their agriculture or residential site on the first access to the parcel only.  Unless addressed otherwise in a service agreement, the R.M. will provide a maximum of 18 meters of 450 mm (18”) culvert to ratepayers free of charge to their commercial site on the first access to the parcel only.
